Oil may hit $90 per barrel in decade

Visiting economist predicts future trends

Aranee Jaiimsin

Oil prices could reach US$90 per barrel within the next 10 years
due to imbalances in supply and demand in the global market,
according to David Greely, a senior commodity economist and
vice-president of investment bank Goldman Sachs.

But after a sharp spike, oil prices should eventually decline to
around $35 per barrel as refining capacity in the world market
increases.

For now, however, Mr. Greely said oil prices were expected to
remain relatively high for the near future.

“It’s not difficulf to see oil prices reaching $60 per barrel in the
near future after having broken $50 now,” he said at a briefing
yesterday in Bangkok.

Oil prices have skyrocketed in recent weeks, with crude oil
futures in New York nearing $55 per barrel and Brent crude in
London trading at $52.91 per barrel yesterday.
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Mr. Greely said he disagreed with some economists who
viewed the current price situation as an aberration due to supply
uncertainties in Iraq and market speculators.

“It 1s a result of demand and supply as well as cost of production,”
he said.

Production costs for crude had previously lingered at around
$20 per barrel until the market shifted towards the use of
sulphur-free fuel for both gasoline and diesel.

Costs were now around $30 per barrel as producers bring new
technology into the market.

At the same time, supply constraints of existing refineries were
pushing up prices. Mr. Greely said demand for cost-intensive
oil products had increased substantially compared with heavy
oil, resulting in higher average production costs and oil pirces
in the world market.

The Opec cartel also now had less ability to control the global
market as consumers increasingly turn to light crude from South
American producers.

Rising transportation costs due to limitations in the world tanker
fleet also contributed to the higher price in oil, magnified in part
by the three-year lag time required for new ship construction.

According to the International Energy Agency (IEA), world
oil refining capacity in 2004 was around 80 million barrels per
day, compared to demand of 78 million barrels per day.

“Demand could outpace supply within 10 years, and that will
drive oil prices up significantly,” said Mr. Greely.

New refineries currently under construction will eventually
push prices down and signal a downturn in the overall cycle.
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Mr. Greely said demand for alternative energy sources, such as
solar, wind, gasohol and bio-energy were expected to grow as
petroleum prices continue to rise.

Khunying Porntip yesterday confirmed the 24-hour disappearance
of Arunswasdi Pachra Bhuridadtpong saying, “there were
better ways of obtaining information from volunteers than
kidnapping.”

Senator Sak Korsaengruang, formerly president of the Thai
Lawyers’ Association, said: “If the claims are true. it will surely
cast a dark cloud over the already fragile Thai legal system,
especially in this so-called era of reconciliation.”
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Prime Minister Thaksin Shinawatra set up a National Reconciliation
Commission on Feb 28 to restore order to the restive deep South,
which critics say erupted in chaos only after the disappearance of
Muslim lawyer Somchai Neelapaichit, allegedly kidnapped
and killed by police.

“The government needs to look seriously into this matter of
Ms. Arunswasdi’s kidnapping to clear the air,” said Mr. Sak.

Somchai Hom-laor, chairman of the Human Rights Committee
of the Law Society of Thailand, said: “This is more than
violating human rights, it is just outright illegal and if true, the
government must lend a helping hand.”

Ms. Arunswasdi, 24, on Monday told the Crime Suppression
Division (CSD) she was abducted by two men at 8 p.m. from
Victory Monument skytrain station.

Ms. Arunswasdi said she was taken to a house and interrogated
by four men about the forensic identification process at Yan Yao
temple, Phangnga. When the men had finished interrogating her,
Ms. Arunswasdi said she felt sleepy and when she regained
consciousness, she was somewhere in Rangsit, Pathum Thani.

Her co-workers suspected it was the handiwork of policemen
who had fought a fierce turf battle with Khunying Porntip.

A month after the tsunami, a team led by Pol Gen Nopadol
Somboonsub took over corpse identification from Khunying
Porntip. Pol Gen Nopadol’s team accused her team of volunteers
of being “substandard” while Khunying Porntip said the fault
lay with inexperienced police.

Pol Col Prasert Phannadee said on Tuesday that Ms. Arunswasdi
only wanted the CSD to keep the statement as a record the event
actually took place and did not want to file a complaint against
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anyone. Ms. Arunswasdi, a liaison officer for the Chulalongkorn
University graduate institute who helped Khunying Porntip in
Phangnga as head of burial duties, was not at work yesterday and
had moved out of her apartment at the university hostel.

Khunying Porntip yesterday backed up Ms. Arunswasdi’s
abduction claim.

“If those people, I am not saying who, want information about
the volunteers, they can come and ask us at the forensic centre
for it. There is no need to kidnap people,” said Khunying Porntip.

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Eight Muslim teachers face terror charges
Criminal Court must decide if case has merit

Eight Islamic teachers from Yala have been arraigned on terrorism
and related chargesfor their alleged involvement in murder,

weapons theft and setting fire to schools, temples and government
offices in the deep South from 1993-2004.

Public prosecutors from special litigation division 1 yesterday
filed a lawsuit in the Criminal Court against Waeyusoh
Waedueramae, Muhamad Kanafi Doloh and Abdulrohseh
Hayidoloh, former teachers at Thammawitthaya School, Ahama
Bula, an assistant headmaster at the same school, Masukri Hari,
manager of Pattana Islam Witthayalai School, Salae Deng and
Hama Jehteh, religious teachers at private schools, and Torleh
Disa-eh, a Malayu language teacher at a private school.

According to the suit, the eight were members of the Barisan
Revolusi Nasional (BRN) which aims to gain independence for
the deep South.

The group has allegedly killed many monks, police officers,
soldiers, teachers, students and other innocent people.

It has also allegedly set fire to 38 schools, as well as many
temples and government offices. It is accused of the robbery of
state-owned guns in Pattani, Yala, Narathiwat, Satun and Songkhla’s
Sadao and Saba Yoi districts.

The suit alleges that, with Mr. Waeyusoh as leader, the accused
men supplied insurgents with weapons and terrorist training,
lured others into the terrorism and funded and carried out violent
attacks with the aim of forcing the government to give political
autonomy to Yala, Pattani, Narathiwat, Songkhla and parts of
Satun.
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The suit alleges they were invoeved in a June 2002 gun robbery
at Bang Lang National Park in Songkhla’s Bannang Sata
district, April 2003 weapon thefts from the 5th military
development unit in Yala’s Than To district and the 12th
military development unit in Narathiwat’s Sukhirin district
and the January 2004 gun robbery at the 4th military
development unit in Cho Airong district, Narathiwat.

The eight have denied all charges during interrogation. If found
guilty, the accused face penalties ranging from one year in jail
to death.

The court accepted the case for consideration and set today for
the defendants to testify in court. This case would be the first
in Thai history that the prosecution would present case details
by playing video CDs in court instead of reading opening
statements and other documents.

Atthapol Yaisawang, director-general of the special litigation
department, said prosecutors believe there is enough evidence
against the eight to proceed, but all depended on the court’s
decision.

Meanwhile, authorities in Narathiwat are building three large
concrete cranes as statues to patriotism.

The sculptures will be made of cement mixed with paper
cranes from all over the country and will be completed on
April 13, the Thai New Year.

Governor Pracha Terat, attending the sculpture-building ceremony
with about 300 officials from all 13 provincial districts, said the
cement cranes would be made from the 10 million paper cranes
dropped from the sky over the South on Dec 5, His Majesty
the King’s birthday. At three metres high and six metres
wide they will be the world’s largest peace cranes.
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Unrest, meanwhile, continued in the province as motorcyclists
were seen throwing Molotov cocktails at a compaign billboard
of the Southern Border Provinces Peace-building Command in
Ban Sakor village of tambon Sakor in Narathiwat’s Sungai Padi
district at 12.30 a.m. yesterday.

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PM vows to change his tune

Will listen to critics, respect human rights

POST REPORTERS

Thaksin Shinawatra promises to keep an open mind, listen to
dissent, make up with the press, respect human rights, support
non-governmental organisations and return power to people by
promoting participatory democracy in his second term.

He made the pledges after receiving royal endorsement as prime
minister for a second term yesterday.

His pledges were uncharacteristic, considering Mr. Thaksin
was criticised during his first term in office for thinking and
acting unilaterally.

Mr. Thaksin said he would exercise his absolute House
majority wisely, and not abuse his power. “I will not use that
political security in a wrong way but will maximise it for the
love and unity of Thais, to make them become one and to solve
problems and eliminate obstacles,” he said.

The royal command appointing Mr. Thaksin prime minister
was read to him at Government House last night following
House approval of his nomination in the morning.

Mr. Thaksin said democracy would be developed further and
that could come in the form of strengthening grassroots-
administration bodies, ensuring independent organisations
could be truly independent and supporting NGOs which make
“constructive” contributions.
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“I will respect NGOs that have no hidden agendas,” he said.

Mr. Thaksin pledged to increase people’s power, partly by
returning power taken from them by various laws. He would
also give people a chance to exercise their power by visiting
them and giving them and giving them a say, calling public
hearings or even holding a referendum on important matters.

Thai Rak Thai would also hold a primary election in the party
in 2008, to make sure all MPs were trusted by party members
before going to the general election in 2009.

Mr. Thaksin promised to promote human rights. He would
discuss with human rights groups ways to lift Thailand’s
standard of rights protection, open a centre to track down missing
people and identify unknown bodies.

He also promised to develop his relations with media outlets
that treasured Thailand’s dignity and wanted only good things
for the country. “I will try to understand the media which is
still trying to keep pace with development,” he said.

The government would stamp out family problems, drugs, drinking
and smoking, and poverty.

“I will help our people live a better life in a better society that
enjoys better education and a better economy,” he said.

Mr. Thaksin said he would present his new cabinet line-up to
His Majesty the King for endorsement tomorrow.

Sub-headline Visiting economist predicts future trends
Lead Oil prices could reach US$90 per barrel

within the next 10 years due to imbalances
in supply and demand in the global market,
according to David Greely, a senior
commodity economist and vice-president
of investment bank Goldman Sachs.

Details But after a sharp spike, oil prices should
eventually decline to around $35 per barrel
as refining capacity in the world market
increases.

For now, however, Mr. Greely said oil prices
were expected to remain relatively high
for the near future.

“It’s not difficult to see oil prices reaching
$60 per barrel in the near future after
having broken $50 now,” he said at
a briefing yesterday in Bangkok.

Oil prices have skyrocketed in recent weeks,
with crude oil futures in New York nearing
$55 per barrel and Brent crude in
London trading at $52.91 per barrel
yesterday.
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Details

Mr. Greely said he disagreed with some
economists who viewed the current price
situation as an aberration due to supply
uncertainties in Iraq and market speculators.

“It is a result of demand and supply as well
as cost of production,” he said.

Production costs for crude had previously
lingered at around $20 per barrel until the
market shifted towards the use of sulphur-free
fuel for both gasoline and diesel.

Costs were now around $30 per barrel as
producers bring new technology into the
market.

At the same time, supply constraints of
existing refineries were pushing up prices.
Mr. Greely said demand for cost-intensive
oil products had increased substantially
compared with heavy oil, resulting in higher
average production costs and oil prices in
the world market.

The Opec cartel also now had less ability
to control the global market as consumers
increasingly turn to light crude from South
American producers.

Rising transportation costs due to limitations
in the world tanker fleet also contributed
to the higher price in oil, magnified in part
by the three-year lag time required for
new ship construction.
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Details According to the International Energy
Agency (IEA), world oil refining capacity
in 2004 was around 80 million barrels
per day, compared to demand of 78 million
barrels per day.

“Demand could outpace supply within
10 years, and that will drive oil prices up
significantly,” said Mr. Greely.

New refineries currently under construction
will eventually push prices down and
signal a downturn in the overall cycle.

Mr. Greely said demand for alternative
energy sources, such as solar, wind, gasohol
and bio-energy were expected to grow as
petroleum prices continue to rise.
